WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, he was sustained by his faith as a devout member of St. John's United Methodist Church, where he was president of the Sunday school class and participated in many other activities, and he also addressed issues vital to his faith as a member of the administrative boards of the United Methodist Churches for 45 years; and 


WHEREAS, Curtis Armstrong touched the lives of many people during his years on this earth, and though his special presence will be deeply missed, his memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who knew and loved him; now, therefore, be it
