WHEREAS, This exciting program has set new standards for volunteerism and, to date, nearly 18,000 hours of service have been contributed by the citizens of Kilgore; volunteers endure all types of weather as well as the hurling of insults and epithets in their courageous efforts to take back their streets and neighborhoods from the criminal element; and


WHEREAS, Turn Around Kilgore demonstrates the power of a committed citizenry fueled by local in‑kind support without the benefit of state or federal funding; these citizens truly exemplify the "Alamo Attitude," and their determination to take their cause to the streets of Kilgore is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition; now, therefore, be it
