WHEREAS, In science, Trey Welch placed second and Eric Peden was sixth in the freshman competition, Sam Keen was third among juniors, and Carrie Pennington was 18th in the senior category; and


WHEREAS, The team members received invaluable assistance from their coach Jim Pappas, whose unfailing encouragement enabled his young charges to perform to the best of their abilities; and


WHEREAS, These dedicated Texans are a source of tremendous pride to their families and to the students and faculty of Midway High School, and their superb accomplishments are indeed worthy of special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
