 1-4           SECTION 1.  Section 161.091, Health and Safety Code, is

 1-5     amended by adding Subsections (g) and (h) to read as follows:

 1-7     ^uproviding transportation for health care services to adult patients^w

 1-8     ^uas a community service if the transportation service is valued at^w

 1-9     ^unot more than $20 per one-way trip, is not provided by a mental^w

1-10     ^uhealth provider, and does not involve transportation to a mental^w

1-11     ^uhealth facility.^w

1-12           ^u(h)  For the purpose of Subsection (g), "health care^w

1-14                 ^u(1)  services routinely provided in a hospital-based^w

1-17           SECTION 2.  This Act takes effect September 1, 1997.
