 1-1     relating to certain business documents filed and recorded with the

 1-3           BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF TEXAS:

 1-4           SECTION 1.  Subsection (a), Section 405.032, Government Code,

 1-5     is amended to read as follows:

 1-6           (a)  The secretary of state may set and collect the

1-19                 (3)  for the expedited access or access by electronic

1-22     reasonable and necessary to cover the costs of establishing and

 2-1     this code, the secretary is authorized to maintain a system to

2-12           SECTION 2.  Section 405.033, Government Code, is amended to

2-13     read as follows:

2-14           Sec. 405.033.  REVOCATION OF FILING FOR NONPAYMENT.  The

2-15     secretary of state may revoke the filing of a document filed [^sby or^t

2-16     ^son behalf of a corporation^t] with the office of the secretary of

2-17     state if the secretary of state determines that the filing fee for

2-18     the document has not been paid or was paid by an instrument that

2-19     was dishonored when presented by the state for payment.  The

2-20     secretary of state shall return the document and give notice of

2-21     revocation to the filing party by regular mail.  Failure to give or

2-22     receive notice does not invalidate the revocation.

2-23           SECTION 3.  This Act takes effect September 1, 1997.

2-24           SECTION 4.  The importance of this legislation and the

2-25     crowded condition of the calendars in both houses create an

 3-1     emergency and an imperative public necessity that the

 3-2     constitutional rule requiring bills to be read on three several

 3-3     days in each house be suspended, and this rule is hereby suspended.
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
