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CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, Arteaga Construction Company, Inc., alleges that:



(1)  on May 5, 1995, it entered into a contract with Texas Southern University for Lanier East Dormitory Upgrades;



(2)  on January 31, 1996, the work was completed, was accepted, and a document evidencing this acceptance was signed on behalf of Texas Southern University;



(3)  Arteaga Construction Company, Inc., fulfilled all its obligations under the contract;



(4)  Texas Southern University defaulted in the performance of its obligations under its contract with Arteaga Construction Company, Inc.; and



(5)  Arteaga Construction Company, Inc., is entitled to compensation for the work performed under this contract; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED by the Legislature of the State of Texas, That Arteaga Construction Company, Inc., is granted permission to sue the state and Texas Southern University subject to Chapter 107, Civil Practice and Remedies Code; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That the president of Texas Southern University be served process as provided by Section 107.002(a)(3), Civil Practice and Remedies Code.
