practice, Dr. Ramey has dedicated his life to providing superior

health care for the residents of the Kingsville community; he is

also a well‑known civic leader who participated in the purchase

of federal land from the United States Navy, which now serves as

the site of the Kleberg County Golf Course and related park

facilities; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary and distinguished gentleman, Dr. Ramey

is beloved and respected by his colleagues in the medical field

and by the innumerable patients he has served over the years; he

recently was selected as a recipient of the first Spohn Physician

Leadership Award from Spohn Health System; and


WHEREAS, In appreciation for Dr. Ramey's many years of

hard work, the Kingsville community planned and constructed

the L. E. Ramey Golf Course as a tribute to the dedication and

generous spirit of this talented physician; now, therefore, be it
