and has worked in the House of Representatives since 1985; he

was educated at the University of Brasilia, where he specialized

in architecture and urban planning; he is a member of the Regional

WHEREAS, Dirceu Ventura Teixeira is a legislative consultant

who has worked in the Federal Senate since 1985; he has a degree

in economic science from the University of Brasilia and was formerly

a fiscal auditor for the Federal District Treasury and a legislative

technician for the Federal District Legislative Assembly; and


WHEREAS, Adolfo Costa Araujo Rocha Furtado is a legislative

advisor who has worked in the House of Representatives since 1985;

he has a master's degree in economic science from the University

of Brasilia; he formerly served with the Ministry of Labor as the

National Secretary of Labor and as the Head of the Minister's

Economic Advisory Staff; he is a member of the Brazilian Association

of Labor Studies and the Federal District Chapter of the Regional
