activism; passionately involved with civil rights organizations,

he supported others in reaching their goals and in becoming

leaders themselves; and


WHEREAS, A man who believed in giving something back to his

community, Dr. Balditt was president of the Texas Association

of Chicanos in Higher Education and was a leader in the League

of United Latin American Citizens; he was well known for his

outstanding ability to mentor students, and college freshmen

sought him for his leadership; and


WHEREAS, Serving many years as a sponsor of the Young

Democrats on the college campus, Dr. Balditt crusaded on behalf

of numerous candidates and helped with their campaigns; and


WHEREAS, A man of unquestioned ability and integrity,

Dr. Balditt leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment that

will be remembered with gratitude by all whose lives he touched;
