organizations; he was a member and past president of the Jackson

Chamber of Commerce, the Edna Independent School Board, the Gulf

Coast Association of Soil and Water Conservation, and the

Lavaca‑Navidad River Authority; and


WHEREAS, Recognized by the citizens of Jackson County

for his notable contributions to his profession and his county,

Mr. Hafernick was named Man of the Year in 1967; he was also honored

in 1971 when he was chosen the outstanding conservation farmer of

Texas; and


WHEREAS, A devoted husband and father, Mr. Hafernick was

married to Mildred Meek Hafernick, and the couple provided a

nurturing home life for their three children, Edie, Ann, and Lee;

and


WHEREAS, Living his faith in his daily life, the devout

Christian gentleman served on the board of directors of

First United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, His wise council and sound judgment will be deeply

missed by all those whose lives he touched, and his memory will

continue to live on in the hearts and minds of his loved ones; now,
