Relations for the El Paso District of the United States Customs

WHEREAS, Fluent in both English and Spanish, Belen Robles

has devoted time and energy to a variety of different community

groups; she is director of the El Paso Hispanic Chamber of Commerce

and past director of the Rio Grande Girl Scouts Council; she is a

member of the City Charter Commission as well as the redistricting

and cultural affairs committees; and


WHEREAS, On the federal level, the dynamic leader has

served as advisor to cabinet hearings on Mexican American affairs

and as national chair of the Advisory Committee to the Immigration

and Naturalization Service Commissioner; and


WHEREAS, Her exceptional work on behalf of Hispanics has

received national attention and she is the recipient of several

prestigious honors; Mrs. Robles was awarded the Chamizal Medallion

by former President Lyndon B. Johnson and was named to "Ten

Outstanding Women in Federal Service"; listed in Who's Who of the

World, she was honored as LULAC Woman of the Year and received a

Sustained Superior Performance Award by United States Customs; and

Ramiro Robles and they are the parents of three fine children,
