Stampede Rodeo, the Athens Triathlon, the Henderson County

Livestock Show, and the Christmas Extravaganza; and


WHEREAS, Blessed with abundant natural beauty,

Henderson County is an ideal locale for those who enjoy fishing

and hunting, and the area is also home to the Texas Freshwater

Fisheries Center, an innovative aquarium and hatchery complex

with more than 300,000 gallons of aquaria; and


WHEREAS, The residents of Henderson County are justifiably

proud of their fine community and of the many unique qualities

that make it an outstanding place in which to live, work, and raise

a family; in light of the citizenry's many contributions to the
