WHEREAS, The association has distributed heart health

education materials and programs to millions of Texans in order to

increase the public's knowledge of the risk factors associated with

heart disease and stroke; heart disease is the number one killer,

and stroke is the number one cause of disability in Texas; and


WHEREAS, Due to the efforts of the American Heart Association

and volunteers across the state and to the contributions of many

individuals, families, foundations, and corporations, cardiovascular

disease is now declining in our state; the percentage of deaths in

Texas due to cardiovascular disease declined four percent from 1983

to 1993; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

75th Legislature, hereby commend the American Heart Association,

Texas Affiliate, Incorporated, and the volunteers and many

contributors who are working to curtail the incidence of

cardiovascular disease in our state and encourage all Texans to

recognize February 25, 1997, as American Heart Association Day;
