WHEREAS, Located in southeastern Dallas County and partly

in Kaufman County, the town was founded in the middle of the

blackland soil and was perfect for agricultural use; today, lots

for residences and businesses are reasonably priced; and


WHEREAS, The inhabitants of this bustling little town,

with a growing population of 9,500, are proud of their small town

atmosphere and of having access to all the cultural and sports

activities and advantages of the Dallas‑Fort Worth metroplex; and


WHEREAS, "Home of the Post Oak Preserve and Environmental

Center," Seagoville has seven parks, tennis facilities, a senior

citizens' center, and two youth centers; nearby is Lake Ray Hubbard

which offers 22,745 acres for fishing, water sports, or plain

relaxation; and


WHEREAS, Seagoville hosts Seagofest in October of each year

to celebrate the flight of the beautiful Monarch butterfly; as they

migrate south, Seagoville is a layover stop for them; and


WHEREAS, The residents of Seagoville are understandably

proud of their town and its surroundings; now, therefore, be it
