WHEREAS, In 1949, Paul married his college sweetheart, the

former Lucy Huckaby of Dallas; they later moved to Eldorado,

where he began his career in oil and ranching; and


WHEREAS, A lifelong member of the Presbyterian Church, Paul

served as an elder and as a delegate to the General Assembly; and


WHEREAS, A man who believed in giving something back to

his community, he was a director of the First National Bank

of Eldorado, a member of the board of Schreiner College, and a

trustee of Southern Methodist University; and


WHEREAS, This distinguished gentleman was inducted into the

Southern Methodist University Hall of Fame in 1981, and he was

later chosen recipient of the Southern Methodist University

Distinguished Alumni Award; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary and notable man, Paul Page was highly

respected for his many accomplishments and was a respected leader

in his town and state; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Page leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment

that will be remembered with gratitude by all those who knew and

loved him; now, therefore, be it
