serving his third term on the Texas State Board of Education at the

time of his death and his widow, Mrs. Eleanor Conrad, served out

his term; his wife and daughter, Dr. Cecilia Conrad, are staunch

supporters and patrons of the intern program; and


WHEREAS, Under the tireless dedication of the chairman of the

Advisory Committee, Mr. Brooks Fitch, the program has been able to

expand to the high level of success it has attained in the past

four years; now, therefore, be it
