WHEREAS, BIG was organized in 1975 by African American federal

employees in the Department of Health, Education and Welfare in

Maryland; it is a professional development association, an advocacy

organization, an employee support group, and a community service

resource; and


WHEREAS, The goal of BIG is to promote equity and equal

opportunity for all Americans and to speak out nationally on issues

that have an impact on government employees; the organization

launches letter‑writing campaigns on major legislation and provides

lawmakers with feedback on public reaction to policies; and


WHEREAS, The annual BIG national training conference is the

highlight of the organization's year, bringing leaders and experts

from around the country to address critical issues and equal

employment opportunity; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

75th Legislature, hereby commend Blacks in Government on its many

contributions to people across our country and extend best wishes

for a productive and enjoyable Region VI Annual Training Conference

in Houston; and, be it further
