of Canadian in mourning the loss of Larry "Coach" Sanders, who died

March 1, 1997, at the age of 77; and


WHEREAS, Born in Canadian on September 17, 1919, he was the son

of E. G. and Lettie Cook Sanders; and


WHEREAS, A lifelong patriot, he served in the United States

Army Air Corps during World War II; and


WHEREAS, He received his bachelor of science degree in 1948

and his master's degree in education in 1952 from West Texas State

University; and


WHEREAS, Larry Sanders married Natalie Hutton on August 19, 1948;

he was a school administrator in Amarillo from 1953 through 1967; he

moved to Canadian, serving in the same capacity from 1967 through

1982; Mr. Sanders became Curriculum Director for the Canadian

Independent School District from 1982 until he retired in 1984; and


WHEREAS, The winner of the Kleinshmidt Trophy in 1941,

Coach Sanders was inducted into the Panhandle Sports Hall of Fame

in 1987 and the West Texas State University Hall of Champions in

1988; and


WHEREAS, Receiving the Canadian Community Players First Trooper

Award in 1993, this distinguished gentleman was recognized as the

Canadian‑Hemphill County Chamber of Commerce Man of the Year in 1991,

and he became a Rotary International Paul Harris Fellow in 1995; and


WHEREAS, Coach Sanders was a devoted husband, father, and

grandfather, and he leaves behind memories that will be treasured

forever by his family and many friends; now, therefore, be it
