with a new campus located on Highway 84, which now serves as

Midway Middle School; enrollment in the district exploded in the

1970s, and the area changed from a farming and dairy community to

a suburban community; and


WHEREAS, Today, Midway Independent School District is

widely recognized as a first‑rate school system with a sound

academic curriculum and well‑disciplined, high achieving students;

and


WHEREAS, Midway students have traditionally scored well

above state and national averages on standardized achievement

tests and have received numerous honors for performance on TAAS

tests, University Interscholastic League competitions, and other

academic performances; and


WHEREAS, The district has consistently aimed at providing

resources, programs, and experiences that would inspire excellence

in student performance, and the students are proud of the fine

education they receive; and


WHEREAS, The celebration of Midway Independent School

District's 50th anniversary is an opportunity for all who

have attended its schools to express gratitude for the high

standards the district upholds and for the excellent educational

opportunities it provides; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

75th Legislature, hereby commend the Midway Independent School

District for its eminent success and extend best wishes to all
