WHEREAS, The State Department awarded Mr. Duncan a Superior

Honor Award in 1967; he and his beloved wife, Dorothy, retired

to San Angelo in 1974; and


WHEREAS, Because Enoch Duncan has been a lifelong Republican,

he plunged right in and began to organize a Republican Party in

San Angelo; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Duncan has served as Precinct Chairman,

Tom Green County Chairman, and Presidential Elector; he has

been a mentor, confidant, and recruiter for the party; now,

Tom Green County has a viable Republican Party, and most of the
