parent and human resource providers; and


WHEREAS, The National Black Child Development Institute

believes that every African American child has the right to live,

learn, and grow in a safe environment, that African American parents

should become involved in the programs which affect the development

of their children, and that the optimum development of their children

requires organized and effective action by the African American

community to achieve these ends; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas hereby declare

May 11 through May 17, 1997, National Black Child Development Week

in Texas; and, be it further
