WHEREAS, Albert and his wife, Loretta, have two sons, David

and Dwayne, and three grandchildren, who have been the source of

much pride and joy; and


WHEREAS, An alumnus of East Texas State University, he

attended Greenville public schools, where a scholarship is being

established in his honor; he serves on the university's Journalism

Department Advisory Board; and


WHEREAS, A man of unquestioned ability and integrity,

Albert Vaughan set a high standard of professionalism, inspiring

others by his loyalty and dependability; and


WHEREAS, The perfect example of fairness, dedication, and

professionalism, Albert Vaughan truly deserves praise for his years
