WHEREAS, Mr. Cary began his career as an assistant professor

of history at Tarrant County Junior College; he served as an

assistant professor of history at The University of Texas at

Arlington from 1969 to 1978 and then served as the university's

director of minority affairs for three years; and


WHEREAS, A man of many talents and interests, Reby Cary

became licensed as a broker by the Texas Real Estate Commission

in 1980 and established Cary's Real Estate, the successful

business he continues to manage today; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Cary also became active in state politics and

was elected to the Texas House of Representatives in 1979, where

he served until 1985; he was chairman for the Budget and Oversight

Committee and was vice chairman of the Energy Committee; and


WHEREAS, A well‑known Fort Worth civic leader, Mr. Cary

served on the board of the Fort Worth Independent School District

and served as president of the Fort Worth Metropolitan Black

Chamber of Commerce from 1984 to 1986; he is chairman of the

board of trustees for New Rising Star Baptist Church and served

as the president of the Texas Council of Black Republicans from

1986 to 1991; and


WHEREAS, An exemplary gentleman who is loved by his

friends and colleagues, Reby Cary gives generously of his time

and energy to his fellowman and to the Fort Worth community; he

is also a devoted family man who has the love and support of his

wife, Nadine Spencer Cary, and his daughter, Faith Cary Larkin;
