
SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 731

WHEREAS, Since 1991, Henry McAdams of Port Arthur has

committed himself to correcting certain inequities in the state's

registration laws for professional engineers, and his remarkable

efforts in behalf of his fellow Texans are truly deserving of

special praise and recognition at this time; and


WHEREAS, The state's laws governing licensing fees for

professional engineers exempt applicants 65 years of age and older

but not those who are disabled, and Mr. McAdams maintains that a

number of his disabled colleagues have failed to renew their

licenses because of this obstacle; and


WHEREAS, Mr. McAdams speaks on this issue from personal

experience, having lost his right eye in a near‑fatal automobile

accident some years ago that left him legally blind; subsequent

complications from the accident have added to his disabilities

and have not only made it impossible for him to return to his

profession on a full‑time basis but have also greatly hindered

him in his role as an advocate for changing the existing law; and


WHEREAS, Although he is now exempt from licensing fees

because of his age, Mr. McAdams has continued to pursue redress

for this problem through the legislative branch, and his difficult

quest for justice has fittingly captured the attention of the

National Society of Professional Engineers and members of the

Texas Legislature; and


WHEREAS, Citizen participation in the workings of government

is the cornerstone of the democratic process, and those Americans

who dedicate their time and energy to the betterment of society

through these means are indeed deserving of our gratitude and

admiration; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas,

75th Texas Legislature, hereby recognize Henry McAdams for his

noteworthy contributions to the State of Texas and extend to him

sincere best wishes for success and happiness in the future; and,

be it further


RESOLVED, That an official copy of this Resolution be prepared

for Mr. McAdams as an expression of high regard by the Texas Senate.
