enforcement personnel were called upon to handle a potentially

WHEREAS, The restraint shown by the Texas Department of

Public Safety officers and all those involved in the week‑long

standoff resulted in a peaceful compromise, reinforcing the expert

handling of the explosive situation by highly trained and efficient

officers; and

involved in bringing about a calm surrender of all but two of the

separatist Republic of Texas members; and


WHEREAS, Our citizens owe a tremendous debt of gratitude to
