WHEREAS, The Senate of Texas is pleased and proud to pay

tribute to Walter G. Hall on the joyous occasion of his 90th

birthday on May 29, 1997; and


WHEREAS, This significant event takes place at Walter Hall

Park Pavilion in League City, Texas, and is hosted by the three

sons of Walter Hall; and


WHEREAS, The celebration is a Texas style barbecue provided

by Weaver's Bar‑B‑Que of League City; the dinner will raise funds

for Helen's Garden, a lovely park named for the late Mrs. Hall

located under the Butler Oaks on Main Street in the League City

Historical District; all funds will be matched by Mr. Hall; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Hall is first and foremost a civic leader

whose vision for his longtime home and for all of Galveston County

has governed all his actions; and


WHEREAS, Born in Houston, Texas, Walter Hall attended

public schools in Houston and in League City, Texas; he entered

Rice University in 1924, worked his way through school, and

married his high school sweetheart, Helen Lewis Hall, on

July 4, 1927, and graduated from Rice University in 1928 with a

bachelor's degree; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Hall went to work for the old Texas Company

as cashier in a clay mine in Fayette County; in January, 1931, he

became a cashier of Citizens State Bank; 12 years later he became

president of the bank; and


WHEREAS, Earning him much acclaim, Walter was among the

organizers and founding directors of the Texas Independent Bankers

Association and was named Banker of the Year by the organization

in 1980; he is currently chairman and majority owner of two banks;

and


WHEREAS, Senior partner of Hall's Insurance Agency and

vice president of Citizens Investment Company, Mr. Hall has made

many contributions to the communities in which he has lived and

done business; his dedication to the area is shown by his decades

of community service; and


WHEREAS, Mr. and Mrs. Hall endowed a chair, the Tsanoff

Chair of Public Affairs, at Rice in honor of his former Rice

University Professor of Philosophy; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Hall has received countless honors and has

held leadership positions on many boards, committees, and

commissions, including being named a Rice Distinguished Alumnus

in 1992, but he is proudest of the naming of a school in the

Clear Creek Independent School District in his honor; and


WHEREAS, Named Mr. Democrat, Mr. Hall has been an

enthusiastic supporter of many Democratic candidates, has served

as Chairman of the Galveston County Democratic Executive Committee,

and has been a national and state delegate to the state and national

conventions; such a worthy gentleman certainly deserves legislative

recognition; now, therefore, be it
