WHEREAS, Before his retirement from the military in 1975,

Dusty Rhodes was Director of the Fort Bliss Computer Center,

and he has continued to live in El Paso, where he has become very

involved in civic responsibilities; and


WHEREAS, He has served with distinction as president, vice

president, or board member of several organizations including the

El Paso City Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, El Paso Women's

Employment and Education, Incorporated, the Black Political Caucus,

and the Greater El Paso Chamber of Commerce; a former Democratic

Party Precinct Chairman, he served for three years as Director of

the National Association of Private Industry Councils and is a

deacon at Immanuel Baptist Church, where he has been a choir member

for 20 years; and


WHEREAS, Before retiring in 1992, Mr. Rhodes was a Senior

Systems Analyst for the El Paso Natural Gas Company; he is presently

serving his second term as City Representative for District 5 in

order to achieve his goal of providing a better place to live for

all the residents of El Paso; now, therefore, be it
