football team for three years and was active in the National Guard;

WHEREAS, Mr. Lang returned to his hometown and began driving

a gas transport truck; he built the first Humble Service Station

in Dalhart and owned the Humble station in Texline; and


WHEREAS, His career took a different path in 1957 when he

went to work for the Dalhart Texan, beginning as an apprentice

and working his way up to pressman and mechanical supervisor;

before his retirement in 1993, Bob and his wife, Zelda, owned

one‑third of the newspaper; and


WHEREAS, Awarded the Eagle Scout Badge as a young man,

Bob continued to be very active in the Boy Scouts of America,

especially when his sons were involved in scouting; and


WHEREAS, His creativity found expression in his woodwork

after his retirement, and he made beautiful gifts for relatives

and friends; the XIT Museum displayed several of his works of

intarsia in 1995; now, therefore, be it
