as an international business mecca, the aerospace industry has also

been responsible for a number of the technological advances that

have shaped modern civilization and enriched our lives; and


WHEREAS, The history of modern Texas is inextricably

entwined with that of the aerospace industry, and it is indeed

fitting at this time to recognize this crucial component of the

state's security and prosperity; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the Senate of the 75th Texas Legislature

hereby recognize May 25 through May 31, 1997, as Texas Space and

Technology Week and extend to all those involved in the aerospace

industry sincere best wishes for continued success in the years

to come.
