by KCOR was recognized in 1991 when the National Association of

Broadcasters bestowed its prestigious Marconi Award on the

station; and


WHEREAS, Since the first days of broadcasting in 1946, the

mission of KCOR has been to entertain, inform, and educate the

public; the station has raised funds for many public‑spirited

projects over the years; and


WHEREAS, The originator of the first Hispanic State Fair in

the United States, KCOR is proud to continue sponsoring it in its

16th year; and


WHEREAS, KCOR has actively supported important groups in the

Hispanic  community such as the League of United Latin American

Citizens (LULAC) and the Mexican American Legal Defense and

Education Fund (MALDEF); and


WHEREAS, The station began a program in the 1970s in which

people from the community nominated an outstanding Hispanic leader,

and at the end of the month, one of the group received the KCOR

Chicano of the Month award; at the end of the year, there is a

KCOR Outstanding Chicano of the Year; and


WHEREAS, Radio station KCOR continues to be a market leader

in community service, and the Texas Senate is proud to honor it;

now, therefore, be it
