WHEREAS, The citizens of Austin mourned the passing of

Virginia Whitten, one of the city's most beloved and well‑known

residents, who died May 24, 1997, at the age of 71; and


WHEREAS, She will be remembered with affection for her love

for her family, her friends, and her city as well as for her notable

contributions to her community; and


WHEREAS, A woman of exceptional courage and devotion,

Virginia Whitten gave generously of her time and energies through

her volunteer work in political campaigns and civic organizations;

she was a lifelong Democrat and firmly believed in being involved

in worthwhile causes; and


WHEREAS, Born in High, Texas, on July 1, 1925, Virginia was

the youngest of the nine children of A. B. and Ruth Coleman White;

she attended Paris Junior College and graduated from

The University of Texas with a degree in business; and


WHEREAS, She met her future husband, Sam G. Whitten, while

attending college, and they were married on Memorial Day in 1947;

after living for 12 years in Dallas, the couple and their four

children returned to Austin to make it their home in 1967; and


WHEREAS, Generous and hospitable, Mrs. Whitten was a wonderful

cook, and she and her husband enjoyed entertaining friends in their

home; her many interests included camping, birdwatching, gardening,

and listening to lively music; and


WHEREAS, During the 20 years she was the librarian at Eanes

Elementary School, the esteemed educator instilled in her students

an appreciation for good literature as well as a love of reading;

she served with distinction on the Texas Library Association

Legislative Committee for several years; and


WHEREAS, She leaves a legacy of compassion and commitment that

will continue to live on in the hearts and minds of her loved ones

and all who shared her exemplary life; now, therefore, be it
