WHEREAS, A woman of many facets, Marilyn Nelson was a devoted

wife to Jim Nelson, a wonderful mother to her four children, and a

loving grandmother to her 11 grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Resourceful and determined, Mrs. Nelson was an active

leader in Denton County civic affairs for almost 30 years; and

WHEREAS, An active participant in state politics,

Marilyn Nelson was a recipient of the Outstanding Republican

unparalleled; and

WHEREAS, In her later years, Marilyn Nelson surpassed

numerous health setbacks, including being on crutches for 32 years,

and overcame almost insurmountable obstacles to lead a full and

exciting life filled with service to others; and


WHEREAS, A talented woman of many accomplishments, Mrs. Nelson

was hardworking, ingenious, dignified, and charming; and


WHEREAS, Marilyn Nelson will be remembered for her legacy of

courage, dedication, kindness, loyalty, community leadership, and
