children in the classroom, and he worked as a teacher at BelAir

High School and Saint Clements School in El Paso; and


WHEREAS, In 1975, Mr. Michal began his 22‑year tenure at

El Paso Community College as a full‑time physics and astronomy

instructor; he is currently Physics Coordinator at the college

and has served in numerous ways to enhance educational

opportunity in the El Paso community, including working with

The University of Texas Alliance for Minority Participation,

the Partnership for Excellence in Teacher Education, and numerous

other educational projects; and


WHEREAS, In addition to his work in the classroom, Mr. Michal

has continued his interest in research, and is currently serving

as Project Director for the NASA Space Shuttle Getaway Special,

a package of four experiments to be placed on the Space Shuttle

Endeavor later this year, a project that brings special recognition

to El Paso and El Paso Community College; and


WHEREAS, The Michal family's dedication to educating Texans is

further evidenced by the extraordinary work of Emil's wife, El Paso

native Lucy Hernandez Michal, who, after receiving degrees from

The University of Texas at El Paso and Michigan State University,

has served as a math instructor at El Paso Community College for

22 years, is currently faculty assistant to the Executive Dean and

Mathematics Coordinator, has been involved in numerous efforts to

improve education, and has received recognition for her outstanding
