WHEREAS, Formerly Assistant Secretary for Public Affairs

in the United States Department of Health and Human Services,

Avis LaVelle was nominated by President Clinton and confirmed by

the United States Senate on May 24, 1993; and


WHEREAS, Her leadership qualities and community interests

are enhanced by her membership in Delta Sigma Theta national

service sorority, the Chicago State University Foundation Board,

the advisory committee of DePaul University's Government Assistance

Program, and the Resource Committee for the Metropolitan Planning

Council; and


WHEREAS, Throughout her career she has remained sincerely

interested in youth development and the public school system;

now, therefore, be it
