have access to a worldwide web of research information; and


WHEREAS, Encouraged by the administration's effort to improve

debate as part of the University Interscholastic League program,

Mr. Roberts worked through the summer with social studies department

chairman Jannis Duncan and Principal Glynn Walker to acquire the

Internet service and the computer and hardware; and


WHEREAS, This year's national debate topic is juvenile

crime, and thanks to the efforts of the Mineola administration

and Mr. Roberts, the Mineola debate students are now able to use

the Internet service to help them to research, organize, and prepare

a plan to support their juvenile crime resolution; and
