Gary Anderson grew up in Corpus Christi and graduated from the

W. B. Ray High School in 1958; and


WHEREAS, He attended Texas A&M University, where he was

active in a wide array of student activities; he excelled in the

Corps of Cadets and served as the Deputy Corps Commander in 1961

and 1962; he was a member of the Ross Volunteers and graduated

with a bachelor of arts degree in marketing in 1962; and


WHEREAS, Mr. Anderson served for two years in the

Intelligence Branch of the United States Army; he spent the

early years of his professional career with IBM Corporation as

a marketing representative and with the EDS Corporation in the

Healthcare Business Unit; and


WHEREAS, Gary Anderson was dedicated to his work and was a

highly talented executive who became president of Execucom

Corporation in Austin, where he served for eight years; he returned

to EDS Corporation in 1991, where he served as group executive and

corporate vice president in charge of the Manufacturing Industry

Business Unit; and


WHEREAS, A man of integrity, courage, and generosity, he gave

unselfishly of his time to others, and he will long be remembered

for his strength of character, sense of humor, and compassion for

his fellowman; and


WHEREAS, A devout Christian, he was a member of Custer Road

United Methodist Church; and


WHEREAS, Gary Anderson was a devoted husband, son, brother,

father, and grandfather, and he leaves behind memories that will be

treasured forever by his family and many friends; now, therefore,
