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DIGEST

Currently, the court dockets in Collin County are overcrowded and overburdened, in part due to an increase in the population growth rate.  This bill will create a county court-at-law in Collin County.

PURPOSE
As enrolled, S.B. 181  creates a county court at law in Collin County.

RULEMAKING AUTHORITY
This bill does not grant any additional rulemaking authority to a state officer, institution, or agency.

SECTION BY SECTION ANALYSIS
SECTION 1.  Amends Section 25.0451, Government Code, to create County Court at Law No. 5 of Collin County.  Makes conforming changes.

SECTION 2.  Effective date: September 1, 1999.  Creates the County Court at Law No. 5 of Collin County.
