RESOLVED, That the Honorable George W. Bush, Governor of the State of Texas, be, and is hereby, invited to address the Regular Session of the 76th Texas Legislature in Joint Session at that time; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That February 16, 1999, be declared Military Appreciation Day at the State Capitol and that the top commanding officers from the active military bases in Texas be invited to the State Capitol on that day to be recognized by the legislature; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That each base select a "Soldier, Sailor, or Airman of the Year" and that they be invited to attend Military Appreciation Day at the State Capitol to be recognized by the legislature; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That the members of the Texas Strategic Military Planning Commission also be invited to attend and be recognized on Military Appreciation Day at the State Capitol.
