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HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, J. Keith Rose alleges that:


(1)  J. Keith Rose completed five years of a six‑year combined general surgery/plastic surgery integrated residency training program at The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas;


(2)  on June 30, 1997, J. Keith Rose was terminated from the residency training program at The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas;


(3)  the termination was wrongful and without just cause; and


(4)  J. Keith Rose is entitled to damages and other relief as the court deems appropriate; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED by the Legislature of the State of Texas, That J. Keith Rose is granted permission to sue the State of Texas and The University of Texas Southwestern Medical Center at Dallas subject to Chapter 107, Civil Practice and Remedies Code; and, be it further


RESOLVED, That the chairman of the board of regents of The University of Texas System be served process as provided by Section 107.002(a)(3), Civil Practice and Remedies Code.
