WHEREAS, House Bill No. 1462 has been adopted by the house of representatives and the senate; and


WHEREAS, The bill contains a technical error that should be corrected;  now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the enrolling clerk of the house of representatives be hereby instructed to correct House Bill No. 1462 by striking Section 153.076(c), Family Code, as added by SECTION 1 of the bill and Senate Floor Amendment No. 1, and substituting the following:


"(c)  The notice required to be made under Subsection (b) must be made as soon as practicable but not later than the 40th day after the date the parent begins to reside with the person or the 10th day after the date the marriage occurs, as appropriate.  The notice must include a description of the offense that is the basis of the person's requirement to register as a sex offender or of the offense with which the person is charged."
