WHEREAS, The Dallas County Dental Society Foundation is a nonprofit corporation founded to combat a sobering fact: less than 10 percent of the children in the Dallas Independent School District receive adequate oral health care; and


WHEREAS, The foundation's mission is to provide funds and services to improve dental health and knowledge in the Dallas community; through enthusiastic and educational efforts like the kickoff event for National Children's Dental Health Month, the Dallas County Dental Society Foundation is making significant and admirable strides toward success; now, therefore, be it


RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 76th Texas Legislature hereby recognize the Dallas County Dental Society Foundation for marking National Children's Dental Health Month and for working toward better oral health care in Texas; and, be it further
