WHEREAS, Mr. Heidenheimer's leadership skills were noted during his tenure as chairman of the board for the West Texas Rehabilitation Center and as chairman of the Double Mountain District of the Chisholm Trail Council, Boy Scouts of America; his concern for the well‑being of people was also demonstrated through his participation as a trustee for the Anson Independent School District and Anson General Hospital; and


WHEREAS, A devoted family man, Mr. Heidenheimer enjoyed a strong and loving relationship with his wife of 51 years, Thelma Heidenheimer; in addition, he was a member of Temple Mizpah in Abilene and was active with the Anson Lions Club; and


WHEREAS, Those who were privileged to share the love and friendship of Jim Heidenheimer will long miss his presence, and he will surely be remembered with great affection and admiration for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
