WHEREAS, During his ministry at Colonial Hill Baptist Church, Pastor Robinson oversaw many important initiatives, including the construction of an auditorium, two new  buildings, several remodeling projects, and a renovation of the church's hallways; and


WHEREAS, This respected clergyman has been a trustee at Howard Payne University, Baptist Memorial Geriatric Center, and Valley Baptist Academy, in addition to participating in evangelical crusades in Africa, Korea, Japan, and Jamaica; his denominational services include being a moderator for several Baptist associations, sitting on the executive board of the Baptist General Convention of Texas, and serving as a member of the administrative committee and the State Missions Commission of the Baptist General Convention of Texas; and


WHEREAS, Pastor Robinson has also been active with the Economic Development Corporation of Snyder and has served as chairman of the Economic Development Committee for the Snyder Chamber of Commerce; and


WHEREAS, Throughout the years, this devoted family man has enjoyed the love and support of his wife, Sandra, and his two children, John Lloyd Robinson of Dallas and Kinney F. Robinson of Gatesville; and


WHEREAS, Pastor Robinson's outstanding leadership and strong faith have been a tremendous source of inspiration to all those fortunate enough to know him, and he is indeed deserving of special legislative recognition at this time; now, therefore, be it
