WHEREAS, After leaving Baytown, he served as a "supply pastor" to Baptist churches without ministers; and


WHEREAS, He became the pastor of Hibbard Baptist Church in Houston in 1958; and


WHEREAS, He founded Lakewood Church‑The Oasis of Love in 1959; and it became the largest nondenominational church in Houston and has the largest sanctuary in Texas with a multi‑ethnic rainbow of worshipers; and


WHEREAS, From 1961 to 1969 he served as an interdenominational missionary in the Phillippines, India, Mexico, and several other countries; and


WHEREAS, He returned to Lakewood Church in 1969 and remained as pastor since, still spending several weeks a year doing missionary work; and


WHEREAS, He married Dodie Osteen, who was his devoted partner in his many works; and


WHEREAS, He and his wife have six wonderful children Justin H. Osteen, Lisa Osteen, Tamara Graff, April Osteen, Paul Osteen, and Joel Osteen and his ten beautiful grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, During his many years in the ministry, Dr. Osteen's work has touched the lives of people around the world; and


WHEREAS, Dr. John Osteen was a great man of faith and compassion, and his strength of character enabled him to grow profoundly in his life and to improve the lives of others; although his presence is sorely missed, his unique spirit surely lives on in the hearts of those who loved him; now, therefore, be it
