R E S O L U T I O N

WHEREAS, Outdoor sports enthusiasts and nature lovers delight in the variety of activities available at Sam Rayburn Reservoir and the Angelina and Davy Crockett national forests; further enhancing this prime vacation region are state forests; city, county, and state parks; and one of the top‑rated golf courses in Texas; and


WHEREAS, Among the many unique celebrations hosted in the region each year are the Texas Forest Festival, Angelina Benefit Rodeo, Neches River Rendezvous, and Pineywoods Purgatory, an autumn bike ride through rolling hills; and


WHEREAS, Rich in natural and cultural resources, Lufkin and Angelina County are prosperous and their citizenry forward‑looking, and it gives the members of this chamber great pleasure to salute this fine Texas city and county; now, therefore, be it
