WHEREAS, Throughout the years, this devoted family man has drawn support from his wife, Gloria Olga Garcia, and  their lengthy union has been blessed with two children, Ricardo Homero, Jr., and Gloria Stella, as well as two grandchildren; and


WHEREAS, Although Judge Garcia is retiring at the end of his sixth term after 22 years on the bench, his legacy of public service will no doubt live on in the person of his nephew, the newly‑sworn‑in District 44 State Representative Ignacio Salinas, Jr.; and


WHEREAS, Judge Garcia has distinguished himself as a jurist of ability and integrity, and it is indeed appropriate to honor him and recognize his many contributions to his fellow Texans; now, therefore, be it
