WHEREAS, A devoted family man, Mr. Murray enjoyed a strong and lasting relationship with his wife of 53 years, and he also took considerable pleasure in spending time with his children; and


WHEREAS, Although Mr. Murray's  presence will be deeply missed, his memory will long endure in the hearts and minds of all who were privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
