WHEREAS, Throughout his more than two decades with the department, Mr. Castillo's record was one of meritorious service, loyalty, personal bravery, and self‑sacrifice consistent with the highest ideals of the fire‑fighting profession; and


WHEREAS, The Texas Association of Fire Fighters awarded him a posthumous medal of honor, the highest accolade given to a firefighter by the profession's international association; and 


WHEREAS, Mr. Castillo's legacy of heroic dedication and self‑sacrifice will surely endure and continue to be a source of inspiration to those who follow him in this difficult but essential profession; though his presence is gone from us now, he will long be remembered as a man of honor and integrity by the many people who knew and admired him; now, therefore, be it
