WHEREAS, Mayor Haas has decided not to seek another term of office as mayor of Balch Springs, and although his integrity, wisdom, and visionary leadership will be sorely missed by both his colleagues and the people of Balch Springs, his many years of dutiful service will not soon be forgotten; now, therefore, be it
