"Bill" Warner, as well as a number of grandchildren and great‑grandchildren; the welfare and success of Mrs. Warner's family continues to be her top priority; and      


WHEREAS, For 100 years, Dorothy McKnight Warner has lived a full life as a devoted wife, mother, grandmother, and great‑grandmother; she has achieved success as a businesswoman and as a human being who is cherished by her family and many friends; now, therefore, be it
